Experiences are beginning level with ages 8+ for Bulbs and ages 10+ for Seasonal/ 

Blown. Students under the age of 16 must be accompanied by an adult (18+). 

Registration and full payment required upon booking. 

  

Cancellation Policy: 

A 48-hour cancellation notice is required to receive a full refund. A Firenation gift 

certificate will be issued when less than 48-hour notice is given. In the event that 

Firenation needs to cancel (weather, power outage, etc), your experience will be 

rescheduled.
